Can you trust your hands? Unfortunately my hands and my brain are often not

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Ethical Supermarket Shopping - Palm Oil 
 
Over the past decade palm oil has appeared in about half our packaged foods, 
often hidden as unspecified ñvegetable oilò.  Australians unknowingly consume 
10 kilograms of palm oil per person per year.  Some of the products you find 
palm oil in are: potato chips, sweet and savoury biscuits, noodles, soups, sweet 
and savoury pies, convenience meals, bread, muesli bars, chocolate, 
cosmetics and cleaning products.  It has recently been deemed a potential 
saviour as a renewable resource for use as a biofuel.  
 
The main problems with palm oil are: 

1. Environmental ï the use of palm oil is driving rainforest destruction.  
In south-east Asia alone the equivalent to 300 soccer fields are 
deforested every hour for palm oil plantations.  Converting forests to 
plantations contributes to climate change, since approximately 15% of 
all human-induced greenhouse gas emissions are caused by 
deforestation.  The problem is so grave that the World Bank has 
suspended lending to palm oil producers until safeguards are 
developed to ensure lending doesnôt cause further harm. 

2. Impact on wildlife ï habitat loss for threatened and endangered 
species, such as the orang-utan and Sumatran tiger (of which only 400 
survive today). 

3. Health ï palm oil increases your risk of heart disease.  The National 

Heart Foundation of Australia recommends avoiding palm oil due to its 

high level of saturated fats (over 50%).   

In 2009, Nick Xenophon proposed a bill to mandate labelling of foods as 
containing palm oil or certified sustainable palm oil, but the bill was opposed by 
the food industry and has not become law to date. 
 
What you can do: 

¶ Where possible avoid all palm oil or consume only certified sustainable 

palm oil.  Limit your intake of foods labelled as containing palm oil and 

be cautious about unspecified vegetable oils listed on food labels.
