ñAs cold as charityò is a phrase which Iôve heard myself using in recent days 

about our weather. The origin is unclear, but the meaning is surely profound.  

One of my many brothers set out to develop a bit of a family tree and had 
through diligent research got the general impression that we came from poor 

farming stock. He was somewhat bemused to discover one relative listed as a 
ñpauperò having no appreciation of the difference of this label from your average 

poor person. A pauper was a person who was the responsibility of the local 

parish (church region) of their birth because of diminished capacity to care for 
themselves.   
 

Without the Judeo/Christian church, the services that we enjoy such as 

education, healthcare, hospices, legal systems, democracy, statistical data such 
as births, deaths and marriages and most importantly social support services to 

maintain the dignity and worth of individuals we might well be i n a very similar 

state to many third world countries.  
 

I have been dismayed, in the lead up to the election, of discussions about fellow 
citizens of the world who appear to have very low worth or value, and who are 

denied some very basic human rights. Have you joined in the general anti - 
refugee arguments or have you quietly attempted to stand up for the right of 

individuals to seek a better life for themselves and their families - a life where 

education, religious freedom, healthcare might be a possibility?  
  
Why do we differentiate people on the basis of their mode of transport into 
Australia? By far the biggest numbers of ñillegal immigrantsò are people flying 

into Australia for a holiday and failing to fly out again at the end of their trip!  
Those of us who have benefited from exposure to the Christian gospel 

appreciate that love (or charity) is our ñnew commandmentò and is never cold.

The decision to become a Fair Trade Church was taken at the 
Membersô Meeting.   
Becoming a Fair Trade Church involves these two minimum 
requirements:  

¶ Fair Trade Certified tea and coffee is served as the 

default option after services, in meetings, and at other 

events where tea and coffee are used.  

¶ Fair Trade is promoted within the organisation. For 

example, posters could be placed on noticeboards, 

stickers in windows, information sheets left in busy areas 

etc., in order to publicise fair trade and inform members 

of the principles behind fair trade.  

In South Australia there are 26 Fair Trade Communities, 
including 18 churches, Adelaide City Council, the Department of 
the Premier and Cabinet, and all the National Australia Banks.  
Like us, these places not only serve tea and coffee to their staff 
and members, but also when they show hospitality to visitors.   
There are a variety of Fair Trade teas and coffees available.  In 
order to help choose which ones to put in the church, we need 
some feedback on your preferences.  Today there will be 3 
different instant coffees and 3 different teas to try.  There will be 
feedback sheets and it would be very helpful if you could write 
your comments on the ones you tried.  If you know of other Fair 
Trade coffees or teas which are not being served at church 
today and which you would like to recommend, please write the 
brand down on one of the feedback sheets.
