The Guide to Ethical Supermarket Shopping 

Whether we love or hate the business of supermarket shopping, it has become 
clearer that it is an opportunity to make a difference in the world.  The Guide to 
Ethical Supermarket Shopping was compiled by a small group of people who 
gathered in a side room at Footscray Baptist Church.  The group started with 
two men, Nick Ray and Clint Healey, who wanted to help people to shop 
according to a way which reflected their values.  They had realised that people 
were actually unknowingly endorsing things they didnôt agree with through their 
everyday purchases.    

The Guide to Ethical Supermarket Shopping 2010 is only pocket sized, but in 
this small booklet we are presented with a summary of a huge number of buying 
dilemmas, such as GE free, recycled, organic, fair-trade, cruelty free, home 
brand products, etc. The problem with ethical shopping is that we always 
discover more and more unsavoury facts about products we love ï chocolate, 
tea and coffee, to mention just a few.  Occasionally, we may feel we are left with 
no choices, because nothing is perfect. 

However, we donôt have to go on a guilt trip, or feel overwhelmed.  Information 
about shopping choices (whether through the Guide to Ethical Supermarket 
Shopping or through the Ethical Supermarket Shopping updates in the church 
newsletter) is intended to empower people to make good choices as part of 
everyday living.  Whilst it is great when people switch brands or companies 
because of unethical practices, there are no absolute rights or wrongs, and each 
of us have to work out our own priorities.  In a Baptist church, where we believe 
in the priesthood of all believers, the best thing we can do is share our wisdom 
as we grapple with these issues.
